           Answers to Just Axe Us!       
  

1. True. If the candle remained burning, it signified brighter times ahead. If the candle blew out, darker days were 
believed to be coming. “Jack jumped over the candlestick” was derived from this tradition.  

2. Sunday, October 8, 1871 in the early evening, Catherine O'Leary's cow is said to have kicked over 
a candle and started the Great Chicago Fire. By Tuesday morning, October 10th, this fire had 
reduced the size of Chicago by approximately three and one-third square miles.   

3. Candlemas Day. It was the date that all of the new church candles were blessed.  
4. The courting candle. When the suitor would come courting, Father would light the candle and 

when the candle burned down to the metal holder, courting time was over. If the young man was 
rich and showed some promise, Father would raise the candle to give him more time. If he was a 
shady looking character, Father would lower the candle and cut his time in half.   

5. Nine  
6. Mullein was not an ingredient in the manufacture of candles-however the tall stalks of this plant were sometimes 

dried, dipped in fat and used as crude torches. 
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Once again, audiences interrogated suspects, checked alibis, 
sifted through the clues, and formulated theories (some nuttier 
than others!) while also laughing at the many sly references to 
the murder mystery genre and, of course, enjoying their 
delicious dinner. The annual Whodunit murder mystery dinner 
showcases the considerable improv skills of our actors as well 
as raising funds for an excellent cause: the Pickering Museum 
Village Foundation’s restoration of the Brougham Central 
Hotel. 
 
This year’s director, Barb Pleva, thoroughly 
enjoyed her “reign”, having cast a wonderful 
group of experienced actors, who bonded 

right away and settled down to work hard together. Barb’s historical background ensured the 
accuracy of the myriad details in creating a period piece like this one, set in 1933; she gave 
the actors lots of background material with which to flesh out the biographies provided in the 
script. Her creative flair in trying a “theatre in the round” approach gave audience members a 
close-up on the action. Perhaps her favourite thespian may well have been Moe the Moose: 
after all, she commented early in the proceedings- Moe never forgets a line and stays where 
you block him! 
 

Get All of The Suspects Into The Room 
Barb was grateful to her outstanding crew and said so 
many times. Dianne Fordham’s creativity in set 
design and Greg Oakes’ practical building skills produced a very 
convincing Muskoka lodge, complete with various specimens of 
moulting taxidermy (can anyone explain why most of these stuffed 
creatures were provided by the vegetarian in the group?). Dianne’s 
movie poster and book cover designs lent real 1930s atmosphere. 
Although no lighting was required on this production, Joe Davis 
cheerfully volunteered to join the running crew and was instrumental in 
ferrying the sets and props back 
and forth. The running crew of Jo-
Anne Adams, Christine Withrow 
and Mary Anne Campbell were a 

winning team and the sets went up (and down) in record time. Props 
Mistress Pam Edmonds was her usual highly organized self, while 
Costume Mistress Helena Turner obtained gorgeous costumes that had 
even some of our older audience members asking if they were all vintage 
finds (and we all loved the hats!!).  
 
Mentored Assistant Director Darryl Peters gave Barb some valuable 
creative input and also assisted Stage Manager Ben Korczynski, who was, 
as  always, prepared, organized and in fact, Barb’s right hand. Newcomer to Backwoods, Chantal Morgan, did a 
wonderful job on makeup and Jo-Anne Adams stepped in to do hair and truly got it right. Box office with 
Sandra Gelbard at the helm went flawlessly and Producer Julie Oakes smoothed the few bumps that arose.
